1) To Pass the Minutes of 162" Executive Committee Meeting:

Col. Sunil S Fatehpur, Secretary General, INCA informed the house that the minutes
of 162 Executive Committee meeting has already been circulated by e-mail and also
uploaded on INCA website.

Since there were no further comments, the minutes were declared passed unanimously
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2) To discuss about the latest status of accounts of 38th INCA International
Congress and publications

Shri Udayraj, Chairman LOC, 38th INCA international congress has informed that
the accounts of 38th INCA international congress have been audited and net surplus
amount of Rs.11,43,505 is remaining and the same is transferred to INCA. Out of
surplus amount Rs.8,45,731 has been credited to INCA account, Rs. 1,72,266/- is TDS
receivable and Rs. 1,28,508 is GST receivable.

He has also mentioned that the account at NRSC has been closed and requested
INCA to fund the expenses of publishing charges of INCA Cartographer when it is re.a.dy.
All the members appreciated the efforts put up by LOC to complete the accounts auditing
So quickly and this is the first time that such higher amount of surplus money has been
returned to INCA as savings.

4) State of affairs of INCA Branches.
